1 Praise waiteth for thee, O God, in Sion: and unto thee shall the vow be performed.
2 O thou that hearest prayer, unto thee shall all flesh come.

3 Iniquities prevail against me: as for our transgressions, thou shalt purge them away.
4 Blessed is the man whom thou choosest, and causest to approach unto thee,
that he may dwell in thy courts: we shall be satisfied with the goodness of thy
house, even of thy holy temple.

Proverbs 10:24 The fear of the wicked, it shall come upon him: but the desire of the
righteous shall be granted.

Proverbs 15:8 The sacrifice of the wicked is an abomination to the LORD: but the
prayer of the upright is his delight.

Proverbs 15:29 The LORD is far from the wicked: but he heareth the prayer of the
righteous.

Psalms 10:17 LORD, thou hast heard the desire of the humble: thou wilt prepare
their heart, thou wilt cause thine ear to hear:

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Psalms 34:1-22

1 1 will bless the Lord at all times: his praise shall continually be in my mouth.

2 My soul shall make her boast in the Lord: the humble shall hear thereof, and be glad.
3 O magnify the Lord with me, and let us exalt his name together.

4 | sought the Lord, and he heard me, and delivered me from all my fears.

5 They looked unto him, and were lightened: and their faces were not ashamed.

6 This poor man cried, and the Lord heard him, and saved him out of all his
troubles.

7 The angel of the Lord encampeth round about them that fear him, and delivereth
them.

15 The eyes of the Lord are upon the righteous, and his ears are open unto their
cry.

16 The face of the Lord is against them that do evil, to cut off the remembrance of them
from the earth.

17 The righteous cry, and the Lord heareth, and delivereth them out of all their
troubles.

18 The Lord is nigh unto them that are of a broken heart; and saveth such as be
of a contrite spirit.

19 Many are the afflictions of the righteous: but the Lord delivereth him out of them all.
20 He keepeth all his bones: not one of them is broken.

21 Evil shall slay the wicked: and they that hate the righteous shall be desolate.

22 The Lord redeemeth the soul of his servants: and none of them that trust in him shall
be desolate.
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Psalms 37:3-9

3 Trust in the LORD, and do good; so shalt thou dwell in the land, and verily thou
shalt be fed.

4 Delight thyself also in the LORD; and he shall give thee the desires of thine
heart.

5 Commit thy way unto the LORD; trust also in him; and he shall bring it to pass.
6 And he shall bring forth thy righteousness as the light, and thy judgment as the
noonday.

7 Rest in the LORD, and wait patiently for him: fret not thyself because of him
who prospereth in his way, because of the man who bringeth wicked devices to
pass.

8 Cease from anger, and forsake wrath: fret not thyself in any wise to do evil.

9 For evildoers shall be cut off: but those that wait upon the LORD, they shall inherit
the earth.

Psalms 55:16-17

16 As for me, | will call upon God; and the LORD shall save me.

17 Evening, and morning, and at noon, will | pray, and cry aloud: and he shall
hear my voice.

Psalms 86:5-8

5 For thou, Lord, art good, and ready to forgive; and plenteous in mercy unto all
them that call upon thee.

6 Give ear, O LORD, unto my prayer; and attend to the voice of my supplications.
7 In the day of my trouble | will call upon thee: for thou wilt answer me.

8 Among the gods there is none like unto thee, O Lord; neither are there any works like
unto thy works.

Psalms 91:14-16

14 Because he hath set his love upon me, therefore will | deliver him: | will set
him on high, because he hath known my name.

15 He shall call upon me, and | will answer him: | will be with him in trouble; | will
deliver him, and honour him.

16 With long life will | satisfy him, and shew him my salvation.

Psalms 102:17 He will regard the prayer of the destitute, and not despise their
prayer.
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Psalms 145:18-19

18 The LORD is nigh unto all them that call upon him, to all that call upon him in
truth.

19 He will fulfil the desire of them that fear him: he also will hear their cry, and
will save them.

Proverbs 3:5-10

5 Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own
understanding.

6 In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths.

7 Be not wise in thine own eyes: fear the LORD, and depart from evil.

8 It shall be health to thy navel, and marrow to thy bones.

9 Honour the LORD with thy substance, and with the firstfruits of all thine increase:
10 So shall thy barns be filled with plenty, and thy presses shall burst out with new
wine.

Isaiah 55:1-13

1 Ho, every one that thirsteth, come ye to the waters, and he that hath no money;
come ye, buy, and eat; yea, come, buy wine and milk without money and without
price.

2 Wherefore do ye spend money for that which is not bread? and your labour for
that which satisfieth not? hearken diligently unto me, and eat ye that which is
good, and let your soul delight itself in fatness.

3 Incline your ear, and come unto me: hear, and your soul shall live; and | will
make an everlasting covenant with you, even the sure mercies of David.

4 Behold, | have given him for a witness to the people, a leader and commander to the
people.

5 Behold, thou shalt call a nation that thou know est not, and nations that knew not thee
shall run unto thee because of the Lord thy God, and for the Holy One of Israel; for he
hath glorified thee.

6 Seek ye the LORD while he may be found, call ye upon him while he is near:

7 Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let
him return unto the LORD, and he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for
he will abundantly pardon.

8 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the
LORD.

9 For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways,
and my thoughts than your thoughts.

10 For as the rain cometh down, and the snow from heaven, and returneth not
thither, but watereth the earth, and maketh it bring forth and bud, that it may give
seed to the sower, and bread to the eater:
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11 So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto
me void, but it shall accomplish that which | please, and it shall prosper in the
thing whereto | sent it.

12 For ye shall go out with joy, and be led forth with peace: the mountains and the hills
shall break forth before you into singing, and all the trees of the field shall clap their
hands.

13 Instead of the thorn shall come up the fir tree, and instead of the brier shall come up
the myrtle tree: and it shall be to the LORD for a name, for an everlasting sign that shall
not be cut off.

Matthew 7:7-11

7 Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be
opened unto you:

20 For where two or three are gathered together in my name, there am | in the midst of
them.

Matthew 21:22 And all things, whatsoever ye shall ask in prayer, believing, ye
shall receive.

Mark 11:24 Therefore | say unto you, What things soever ye desire, when ye pray,
believe that ye receive them, and ye shall have them.
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John 14:12-15

12 Verily, verily, | say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that | do shall
he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because | go unto my
Father.

13 And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will | do, that the Father may be
glorified in the Son.

15 If ye love me, keep my commandments.

Romans 10:12-13

12 For there is no difference between the Jew and the Greek: for the same Lord over all
is rich unto all that call upon him.

13 For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.

Hebrews 4:16 Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may
obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.
